Pope Benedict, like Pope John Paul II before him, has declared New Year®s Day a World Day of Prayer for Peace. He 
recalls that Pope John Paul II once said that the number of people living in extreme poverty constitute a grave threat 
to peace. Poverty is one of the chief causes of violence and war. 
 
At St. Colman this year our Mass at 6:00 PM on Dec 31st will be dedicated to prayer for world peace. Our Holy Father 
tells us that there will not be a comprehensive struggle to end poverty until people and peoples everywhere feel per-
sonally outraged by the injustices in the world and the violations of human rights. He suggests that we meditate on 
the words of John Paul II that we must learn to abandon the mentality in which ¯the poor are seen as a burden ²as 
irksome intruders trying to consume what others have produced.° 
 
As we continue our celebration of the birth of Christ into a poor family, we who hunger and thirst for peace can imag-
ine the infant challenging us from the manger to come together to solve poverty, especially the poverty of children, 
that fans the coals of violence and war.
